What is the Spring Fundraiser & Great Cash Giveaway?

How much is the event?
Dinner for the event is $50 per person or $500.00 for a table of
ten. Beer and wine will have an additional cost.

You can also fill one out - as well as obtain cash
giveaway opportunity drawing tickets - in the school office or
outside of Mass each Sunday.

Prizes include one $10,000 cash award and three additional cash
prizes. Must be 18 years to enter. Winner of the $10,000 prize
need not be present; however, winners of the three additional
cash prizes will be announced during the cocktail hour (5:00-7:00)
and winners of these must be present to receive the prize. There
will be 3,000 tickets sold with a $25.00 donation per ticket for
the main Great Cash Giveaway of $10,000. The drawing is to be
held on Saturday, March 1, 2014 at the Spring Fundraiser and
Great Cash Giveaway hosted by St. Martin of Tours Academy at
the Historic Lafayette Hotel.
